Wood Gathering
Sign-up sheets will be available to indicate your a  vailability to help with wood gathering. A limite d
number of members experienced in the use of a chain  saw will be needed. In addition we will be
seeking those who have a pick-up or trailer suitabl e for transporting wood and those who are willing
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to help with the loading. If logs are obtaineda  work party will be planned to slab the logs and
process the wood to turning blanks. Anyone who lea rns of a tree or log that is available to the club
should notify Roger Molsom (503-304-9418).

good quality tools (Artisan) for use in our club cl asses. We have given some basic cuts classes and
have just started giving classes in sharpening. Ma  ny of our newer members do not yet have a basic
set of tools and may not have decided which tools t hey really need for the turning they are
interested in doing. By having four sets of tools we can give any member experience in sharpening
and using all of the basic tools. The club receive  d an outright gift of two sets of six tools and an
option to buy additional sets at a very favorable d iscount.

Group tool order

The club has an opportunity to submit another tool order at a reasonable discount to Craft Supplies
USA. To participate in this program the club must submit an order for more than $1,000, paid for by
one source, and delivered to one address. We will get a discount of 13% off of any current price

plus shipping is free. For example if we order mor e than two tools we get a 10% on those tools with
an additional 13% taken off and free shipping. Mac  hinery and fluids that require special shipping
are not included. If you wish to participate int  his program send your list to include catalog

number, item name, and price (use the 20089/2009 ca talog, or the sale page on their website) and
send your list to Walt. We will need to wait with submitting the order until the total is more than
$1,000 so it may be ordered quickly or it may take  several months. Contact Walt if you want an
estimate of when the next order will be submitted.

The Secretary’'s Minutes

Club Meeting Minutes for February
12" 2009

There were 72 people present...including 8 visitors.
Meeting called to order at 5:30 pm
Pledge of allegiance

Our demonstrator for the evening was Malcolm Tibbet ts from Lake Tahoe, Nevada. His web site is
www.tahoeturners.com

His presentation was on segmented turning.

One of his major points was that the turner should never loose sight of the design. In general:
A vessel profile should remain pleasing when placed upside-down.
Know the golden ratio 1.61803 — This a natural oc  curring ratio. It is also known as the
divine proportion.
Without perfect joinery, none of it matters, becaus e an imperfect joint is what the human eye
will focus upon.
Every circle has 360 degrees.
Pi is equal to 3.14.
Diameter times Pi equals circumference.
Dry wood is more stable than wet wood.
Wood must be tested — should be less than 9%.
Wood should all be about the same moisture level.
Dimensions change with humidity changes, across the grain, not lengthwise. Grain
orientation is critical to success. Long perpendic ular glue lines will fail. Cross grain glue
lines will fail over time.

You can use plain graph paper or there are some pre  tty easy computer software programs you can
use.

Malcolm uses a chop saw for most of his cutting alt hough some folks do use a table saw. He has
more accuracy and for him it works faster. Be sure to use a GOOD-SHARP blade.

SANDING: he always sands when putting two light pie  ces of wood together but not always if it is
light to dark or dark to dark. The amount of sandin g depends on the quality of the cutting. He uses
80 grit sand paper

recommended that we not waste our money on Titebond Il.
